· Patients were included if they met the indications for TXA as specified in CRASH-2: trauma patient >16 years of age, significant hemorrhage defined as systolic blood pressure <90 mm Hg and/or heart rate >110 bpm, and presentation within 8 h of injury.
(CRASH-2 looks at the effects of TXA administration of death, vascular events and blood transfusions)

· CRASH-2 criteria of those “at risk of significant hemorrhage (i.e. compensated hemorrhage and stable vitals)” 
· Patients with contraindication to TXA.

Retrospective chart review study. Parson Chi-square test

	5.  Results

· 117 out of 4328 trauma patients met criteria for indications of usage for TXA. Less than 10% adult traumas received TXA per the CRAHS-2 protocol.
· 76% received the medication within 3 hours.

· “Secondary outcomes of in-hospital mortality, blood transfusions, vascular occlusions, and surgical interventions were not statistically different between the two groups (Table 3). This study was not powered to detect differences in these outcomes, however the data was analyzed for descriptive purposes.” ((Ng, Perrott, &amp; Burgess, 2019).
