	· The purpose of the research is: Look at the abilities for ED’s in South Texas to ID, assess, and intervene in pts that markers indicate at in human trafficking situations. What actions are currently being taken in the different facilities, what screening they used, adult and/or children screenings or if they even screen at all. These areas in Texas are considered a high probability area as they are close to the Mexico boarder and Ed nurses have interaction with possible HTV through medical care reached in the ED. Are they using a screening tool and how are these patients being identified?

	· Describe the previous research pertaining to the topic that the authors reference (hint: look for a literature review section in the article) In the article the literature review talks mostly about all of the resources and screening tools that have been put out by many different groups to try and screen for and ID those who are HTV. 2011 National Human Trafficking Resource center put out a document on indicators but that it should be altered as needed to fit individual situations. 2014, a tool published by Simich et al was produced for social services, health care, shelter workers, and law enforcement. Department of Health and Human Services published a toolkit to help with screening that was designed for health care workers to be used on adult victims. However, these stated above as well as 8 other tools that have been placed out for adults and children have not been fully researched to check their validation and if they work specifically or well enough to identify the need target population.

Texas has a special way they break the stated up into what are known as Trauma Service Areas, the state has 22 of these areas. This research looked at 5 TSA’s  that covered a mix of urban, rural, and suburban areas. These areas known as SW Tx TSA, Golden Crescent TSA, Seven Flags TSA, Costa Bend TSA, and Lower Rio Grande TSA. These areas have 99 Emergency Departments withing the 47 counties .

	5.  Results

	· Describe the results of the study.
With a 27.3% response rate. 
Adults Screening:

40.7% (11 of 27) hospitals report that the screen for adults HTV using a variety of methods. Most commonly used method was questions asked in triage. 59.3% (16 of 27) answered No to the questions about assessing for adult HTV. Ed Leaders identified RN’s as the one mostly likely  to provide the screenings at 66.7%. The times most screening was completed was in triage at 55.6%, In room 37%, provider eval 25.9% and discharge 3.7%. None of the reports agencies for adult HTV survey ID’ed anyone in 2017. 
Children Screening:

37.0% (10 of 27) screen children to ID HTV. Multiple methods used. Many are duplicated of the adult screening used. 63.0% (7 of 27) departments stated “No” that they do not used a screening for children. RN’s (63.0%) and physicians (51.8%) were the two largest groups reported to use the screenings. Triage (48.1%) was the mostly likely area for screening to take place, In room (33.3%), provider eval (22.2%) and at discharge (3.7%.) One department reports that they only do screening when child was alone. Of the 27 depts responding 1 ID’ed 10 children who were HTV. 1 department had 5 children ID’ed as HTV brought to their facility by another agency. 4 agencies had previously ID’ed victims just not in the last year.
