	· The purpose of the research is:
“This research study was designed to identify the actions currently taken by ED clinicians and providers to identify, assess, and intervene for victims of trafficking. The purpose of this study was to identify and describe the current strategies for identification, assessment, and intervention for human-trafficking victims in the emergency departments in 47 South Texas counties.” (p.624)

	· Explain why this problem is significant to nursing practice:
On a global scale, it is estimated there are 40.3 million victims of human trafficking, 25% are children.  This number is expected to be much higher due to inaccurate identification.  It’s important for nurses to be able to identify signs of human trafficking to help victims get out of the situation and provide resources.  This may be there only chance to be helped.    


	2.  Evaluation of literature

“In recent years, there has been an aggressive pursuit of human-trafficking research to help formulate evidence-based practices for health care workers, increase awareness, and encourage action to identify and

protect victims.” (p. 623)
Review of literature included The National Human Trafficking Resource Center and in 2011, “published a 

document delineating a method to assess victims for potential signs of human trafficking.” (p. 623)
It also included a tool published by Simich et al in 2014, “to assist social service providers, law enforcement, health care, and shelter workers in identifying human-trafficking victims.” (p. 623)

Unfortunately health care still lacks a standardized, validated human trafficking tool, and little research regarding the health of victims.

Sample included emergency departments in 5 South Texas Trauma Service Areas (TSAs) including Southwest Texas TSA, Golden Crescent TSA, Seven Flags TSA, Coastal Bend TSA, and Lower Rio Grande Valley TSA. These regions include a mixture of urban, suburban, and rural areas. (p. 624)

N=27 responses out of 99 for 27.3% response rate

	4.  Study methods/design

Quantitative due to survey provided to ED’s. 

	· Describe the study procedures. (hint: describe the intervention and how the data was collected)
This descriptive study used a survey design to collect information identifying current ED practices related to human trafficking. The study used a brief survey of 23 questions.  Survey focused on the type of emergency department, providers, and clinical staff; methods used to screen adult and child human-trafficking victims; and results, including number of positive screens, characteristics of individuals with positive screens, strategies helpful to identify human trafficking victims, and the actions taken following identification.  Participants were notified that involvement in the research was voluntary, and survey completion indicated consent. Surveys could also be answered anonymously. (p. 624) 

	5.  Results

	· Describe the results of the study.
-Eleven (40.7%) of the responding 27 emergency departments screened adults to identify human-trafficking victims.
-Sixteen (59.3%) of the 27 emergency departments did not screen adults to identify human-trafficking victims. 

None of the responding emergency departments identified an adult human trafficking victim in 2017.

-Ten (37.0%) of the 27 emergency departments screened children to identify human-trafficking victims.

-Seventeen (63.0%) of the 27 emergency departments did not screen children to identify human-trafficking victims.

-Of the 14 hospitals screening for individuals being trafficked, 7 screened for both adults and children.
-Four (14.8%) screened adults exclusively, and 3 (11.1%) screened children exclusively.
